Things to do

ycling Riviera offers a wide range of activities for
C holidaymakers of every kind.

The Castellaro Golf resort, situated four
km from the sea and just 10 minutes from San
Remo, is a newly developed four-star luxury
resort set in 25 hectares of glorious countryside. Its nine-hole
golf course is open all year, thanks to the mild climate.

Wildlife enthusiasts can visit the whale and dolphin
sanctuary from the port of Marina degli Aregai - here you can
also go scuba diving, or learn to sail.

The history of the area goes back to the Romans who built
the first main road, the Aurelia. This passage between Italy and
France has witnessed warfare for centuries. You can still see
the scars of World War Two trenches in the villages above the
coast. In A Trincea, Airole, these trenches have been converted
into terraces for vines and now produce the delicious
“Roccese” mountain wine.

For the mountain bikers, adventurous trails lead through
the deserted chestnut forest to Triora, a medieval village
infamous as the Salem of Italy. There, in the 16th century, the
Inquisition put on trial 200 women as witches.

For the avid gardener, the magic of the subtropical paradise
of Villa Hanbury is a botanist’s paradise where you can explore
the legacy of the English gardens of the Riviera.

Liguria offers the best of everything. Enjoy the world
famous olive oil, wines and unique regional delicacies.

he Cycling Riviera is part
of a broader initiative
T to regenerate the region

in an ecological and
historically sensitive
way. For example, the small houses
and former railway stations will be
preserved, some as renovated Bed and
Breakfast accommodation. We have
only just begun!

The first 24 km of Cycling Riviera
just opened, will be followed in 2010
by another 22 km. Soon after that,
the remaining 26 km of the total 74
km path from Ospedaletti to Finale
Ligure will be completed.

Imagine Cycling Riviera as
the main artery of a much wider
redevelopment project. From this will
flow a number of exciting projects,
including a unique Mediterranean
marine park and new ports. The
rejuvenation of the coastline, which
was started with public funds, will
also involve several million Euros of
private investment to improve and
renovate hotels, parking facilities,
restaurants and bars along the entire

HOW TO GET THERE

The Cycling Riviera is very easy to reach.
It’s main city, San Remo, is conveniently
located close to many airports, and at
the centre of a road and train network
which connects some of the biggest
cities in Europe.

By plane

The airport of Nice is 50 km to the

west of San Remo. 40 mins by car;

1 hr 15 by train.

The airport of Genoais 140 kms to the
east. 1 hr 20 by car; 2 hrs by train.

By car

The Autostrada europa E80, parts of
which are the A10 Genova - Ventimiglia
and the A8 Menton —-Aix-en-Provence,
connects the city both with nearby
France and with the Italian motorway
network.

By train

The international railway system which
connects Italy, France and Spain also
makes life easy for visitors to San Remo.

Distances from San Remo of the
principal resorts on the Céte
d’Azur and the main Italian cities
Monte Carlo 35 kms to the west.

30 mins by car, 50 mins by train.

Nice 50 km to the west.

Cannes 80 kms to the west.

1 hr by car, 2 hrs by train.

Imperia 30 kms to the east.

20 mins by car, 30 mins by train.
Turin 220 kms to the north.

2 hrs 10 by car, 3 hrs 30 by train.
Genoa 140 kms to the north-east.

1 hrs 20 by car, 2 hrs by train.
